This is an association for people who feel freedom of choice for docking (and the other dog breeding control measures that will follow) should stay in place. The association will be used to keep people informed, allow them to put forward ideas, raise any other related issues they feel need attention. Possibly the most important function of this association initially will be to show visible support for the freedom of choice when it comes to breeding issues where each one of you are probably more expert than the people who are proposing the ban and to ensure that a legal process is followed before any such is imposed. Unfortunately this has not been the case up till now. 

Although it the approach is often thru clubs, this is an association for individuals to join and will have no club or other affiliations like to breed associations already in existence. 

The joining fee will go in it’s entirety to the legal assistance we are going to need to fight this issue effectively.
