We will make sure that you are warm in the Dinner hall and hope that you will join us and book for this National Dinner Awards event.  The Bloemfontein Clubs together with the organising committee have gone to great lengths to assure you of a good experience.
ROAD MAP
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DIRECTIONS FROM THE DOG SHOW GROUNDS TO THE NATIONAL VENUE:

From the gate at the show grounds you turn right into Victoria Road, as you turn tight, you stay in the right hand lane, at the first robot, you turn right into President Brand Road, once you turned right into President Brand Road, you stay in the left hand lane.

Once you are in President Brand Road, you will find a street on your right hand ( Suid Street ), continue straight on, you will find a robot, with no street, it’s a student crossing, continue straight.

You will come across another robot ( St Georges Street), remain in left hand lane, continue straight.

You will cross a sandstone bridge, directly after crossing the sandstone bridge you will cross a robot before the Fire Brigade, continue straight.

You will come across another robot ( St Andrew Street), remain in left hand lane, continue straight.

You will come across another robot ( Maitland Street), remain in left hand lane, continue straight.

You will come across another crossing (Elizabeth Street), remain in left hand lane, continue straight.

You will come across another robot (Charles Street), remain in left hand lane, continue straight.

You will come across another robot ( Mandela Street), remain in left hand lane, continue straight.

You will come across another robot ( Zastron Street), remain in left hand lane, continue straight.

You will find yourself in a double road that turns to the right and to the left, you will cross Kelner Street,  continue straight until, you come to a T-Junction at Barnes Street.

At this T-Junction you must be careful, you will find that if you remained in the left hand lane, the road will automatically lead you left at the second T-Junction into Aliwal Street.

Once you turned left into Aliwal Street, continue straight.

You will come across a robot (Alexander Street), remain in left hand lane, continue straight.

You are now on the R700 road, you will find seven small streets that turns left before you come across another robot.

You will come across a robot ( Harry Smith Street), move over to the middle lane, continue straight.

You will come across another robot, to the left you will find a street that turn left (Whites Road), ignore and go with the main road that you are on, here Aliwal Street’s name become Millner Street, continue straight.

You will come across another robot (Waverley Street), remain in left hand lane, continue straight.

You will now approach a traffic circle (Wilcox Street), continue straight threw the traffic circle, here Millner Street becomes Eeufees Road, still the R700, continue straight.

While in Eeufees Road, remain in left hand lane, be aware of speed, it’s a long street with many crossings without any robots or stop streets, continue straight.

You will find a Shopping Centre on your left, continue straight, you will now approach the outskirts of Bloemfontein, continue straight.

You will come across a turn off called OUBOS Estate to the right and Somerton Estate to the left, continue straight.

You will come across a turn off called Sangiro to the right and WOODLANDS FUNCTION VENUE to the left, TURN LEFT, continue straight.

You will be on a tar road that will become a dirt road, continue straight until you reach the security gate of the WOODLANDS ESTATE, here you will be Asked to enter a security gate.

Once through the security gate continue with respect down the road up to the Venue. (Wild Game)
All this within a 12 kilometers travelling.

You will find SHOW DOGS ROUTE DIRECTORS along the road as far as possible at all the turn offs.
